To avoid unnecessary expenses/delays in production, please take a moment to read the following guidelines regarding file preparation:

We prefer that your digital files be built using any of the popular graphic software applications (Mac or PC) such as QuarkXPress, Photoshop, Illustrator, CorelDraw, etc. Please do not use "presentation software" such as Word, PowerPoint, etc.

Include with your files all support, fonts, and laser proofs of all documents that are to be output. This will serve to eliminate problems concerning "type reflows" and "trapping." It is not necessary to send trapped documents; it will be done when the film is output and is part of the production charge.

If you send images on disk that have been scanned, it is a good idea to send the original photo or transparency along with your digital files. It is helpful to see the original beside a proof for color matching purposes.

The most common problems we encounter that cause extra charges (file construction/corrections/dud films) and delays are: missing support, missing fonts, improper color IDs, corrupt files due to transfer cartridges and disks in need of reformatting, files that contain low-resolution (poor quality) images that are not suitable for high-quality lithographic reproduction, and images that have not been properly converted from RGB to CMYK. 

If you output your own film/proof locally please use the following specs: 

· 100 Line Screen 

· Reading Right 

· Emulsion Down Negatives  

· 1/8" bleed, minimum  

We require a Matchprint, or other laminated contract proof, such as Chromalin or Kodak Contract. Important! We cannot guarantee color match from a dye sub or other digital proof.
